     Compact fluorescent lights (CFLs) and tube 
fluorescent lights (like those found in Town Hall 
and the Town Hall Annex) contain mercury, which 
is a dangerous element that can poison humans 
and animals with even the slightest of contact.  
While they are great energy saving products, 
proper disposal of such semi-hazardous material 
is key to ensuring a safe living and working envi-
ronment.  Currently, there are programs in our 
region for recycling mercury bulbs, including 
Home Depot’s CFL recycling program, and Wake 
County’s bulb site in Knightdale.  However, there 
really is nothing of convenience to the citizens of 
Franklin County, much less Franklinton, which is 
what prompted the Town to create, for Town 
residents, a mercury bulb recycling program.  This 
program does not require residents to pay an ex-
tra fee or a recycling fee, as many recycling pro-
grams do, and is easy to use. 

     Town residents who have CFLs that have 
burned out may bring them to Town Hall during 
regular business hours (M-W-F, 8:30am – 5:00pm; 
Tu-Th 8:30am–11-30pm: 2:30pm-
5:30pm ) to be recycled.  Please 
help us protect your living environ-
ment and the residents of our Town 
by correctly disposing of mercury 
based light bulbs and using this new 
Town service!

 HOW CAN I CONSERVE WATER?  
You can conserve water (and reduce costs)!  A few 
steps you can take to conserve water include: 

S When washing dishes by hand, don't let the water 
run while rinsing. Fill one sink with wash water and 
the other with rinse water. 

S Run your clothes washer and dishwasher only when 
they are full. You can save up to 1,000 gallons a 
month. 

S Use the garbage disposal sparingly. Compost vege-
table food waste instead and save gallons every 
time. 

S Wash your fruits and vegetables in a pan of water 
instead of running water from the tap. 

S Shorten your shower by a minute or two and you'll 
save up to 150 gallons per month. 

S Put food coloring in your toilet tank. If it seeps into 
the toilet bowl without flushing, you have a leak. Fix-
ing it can save up to 1,000 gallons a month. 

S Use a water-efficient showerhead. They're inexpen-
sive, easy to install, and can save you up to 750 
gallons a month. 

S If your dishwasher is new, cut back on 
rinsing. Newer models clean more thor-
oughly than older ones.
